Award 
 
PURPOSE         
The Research Utilization Award recognizes an individual or group that 
has either used research as a basis for a practice innovation or has 
provided the leadership for utilization of research in clinical nursing 
practice. Utilization refers to the actual systematic implementation of a 
scientifically sound, research-based innovation in a health care setting 
with an accompanying process to access the outcome(s) of the clinical 
change. 
 
CRITERIA         

 The individual or group has influenced a research-based innovation in 
nursing practice either directly or through the provision of leadership 
towards an innovation. 

 The innovation is based on at least two identified sources of research. 

 The project has utilization of findings in practice as its purpose. 

 The model or specific plan for the research utilization project is 
identified. 

 There is evidence of an impact on either the processes or outcomes of 
nursing care or health of the public. 

 There are specific plans for assessing the innovation’s effectiveness.  
 
SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS       
A complete nomination consists of: 

 Online entry form and payment 

 Supporting narrative that addresses criteria (1-2 pages) 

 Three (3) letters of support addressing how the candidate’s 
contribution meets the criteria 

 Letter of acceptance
